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This study aims to analyze the implementation of HDP Nexus in improving
educational access for Syrian refugee children in Turkiye. The research identifies the
educational barriers faced by refugee children and evaluates the current application and
limitations of the HDP Nexus in addressing these challenges. The methodology
combines the analysis of statistical data with field research and interviews to collect
empirical evidence. Additionally, the study employs the principles of the HDP Nexus
as an analytical framework to assess the implementation of key educational support
programs for refugee children. The findings reveal that efforts by the Turkish
government, international organizations, and civil society organizations (CSOs) have
led to improvements in educational access through initiatives such as public school
integration, Conditional Cash Transfers for Education (CCTE), and language
education programs (PIKTES). However, significant challenges remain, including
economic factors, legal instability, language and psychological barriers, and social
discrimination. In conclusion, addressing the educational challenges of refugee children
requires strengthened inter—sectoral coordination through close collaboration among
governments, international organizations, and CSOs. Establishing shared goals and
clearly defined roles is essential to optimize resource utilization and enhance program
effectiveness. Additionally, tailored approaches that consider regional characteristics
and long—term impact evaluations are necessary to develop sustainable and effective
educational support strategies. This study contributes to addressing the educational
challenges of Syrian refugee children in Turkiye by offering these insights and
emphasizes the need for further in—depth research through expanded regional studies

and long—term impact assessments.
